The Holy Martyr John Calpha
This  saint  was  born  in  Galata  in  Constantinople.   He  was  an
architect  by  profession.   He  offended  the  Turks  by  his
wholehearted confession of the Christian faith, and they tried to
force him to become a Moslem.  “I  shall  never deny my sweet
Jesus Christ”, replied John heroically, “I believe in Him, serve Him
and confess Him.”  After harsh torture, the Turks beheaded him in
Constantinople on February 26th,  1575.  He suffered with honour
for his beloved Christ and went to the courts of the Lord.
